The A310 Airworthiness Limitations Section (ALS) Part 4 and A300-600
ALS Part 4 have been issued to introduce the Airworthiness Limitations
applicable to A310, A300-600 and A300-600ST ageing aircraft systems in
the frame of aircraft extended Limit Of Validity (LOV). The first issue
(Revision 00) of these documents introduced Ageing Systems
Maintenance (ASM) limitations defined in accordance with a process
agreed between AIRBUS and the European Aviation Safety Agency
(EASA) by way of the equipment life extension study.

The Subpart 4-3(a) of the ALS Part 4 revision 01, related to the Trimmable
Horizontal Stabilizer Actuator, refers to maintenance tasks which satisfy
the intent of AD 2001-242(B). Therefore AD 2001-242(B) is cancelled.

The Subparts 4-2 and 4-3(a) of the A310 ALS Part 4 revision 01, related to
the Flap Screw Jack, refer to life limitations and maintenance tasks which
satisfy the intent of AD 85-033-067(B)R3. Therefore AD 85-033-067(B)R3
is cancelled.

The Subpart 4-3(b) of the A310 ALS Part 4 revision 01, related to the Flap
Transmission Shaft, refers to maintenance tasks which satisfy the intent of
CN F-2005-174. Therefore AD F-2005-174 is cancelled.

Effective Date:

24 April 2007
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Compliance:

Within 3 months after the effective date of this AD, it is mandatory to
adhere to the requirements of:

- AIRBUS A310 ALS Part 4 revision 01 for A310 aircratft,
- AIRBUS A300-600 ALS Part 4 revision 01 for A300-600 and A300-
600ST aircraft.

Note: For Operators who previously complied with the requirements of
cancelled Airworthiness Directives 85-033-067(B)R3, 2001-242(B) or F-
2005-174 in regard to the life limitations/maintenance tasks, the last
accomplishment of each limitation/task must be retained as a starting
point for the accomplishment of each corresponding limitation/task interval
now introduced in the revision 01 of AIRBUS A310 or A300-600 ALS Part
4 documents.
