Urgent unforeseeable circumstances

The COVID-19 outbreak has resulted in a:drastic reduction.of staff in the operator,
followed by an:unprecedented“demand for air travel in the summer of 2022. This
resulted in a situation where the operator has limited capacity to implement the new
requirements stemming from Regulation (EU) 2021/1296 and Regulation 2021/2237.

Urgent operational:needs

The operators under the oversight of CAA Czech Republic to whom this exemption is
granted have an urgent operational need to continue to operate after 30.10.2022 as
AWO requirements are critical.elements; without this exemption, the operator would
need to stop operations.*

*-The deéCription of the urgént unforeseeable circumstances and urgent operational
need:can be complemented as needed by the Member State issuing the exemption.

* Summary of Mitigating
measures, if any ¥

The requirements ‘in_Regulation 965/2012 on AWO applicable before 30.10.2022
remain in place during the exemption period. In addition, the following additional
mitigation measures are deemed necessary:

1- Ovpjerators shall perform a risk assessment on the effects of the delayed
~~-implementation of those regulations on their activities.

2=" Operators shall, without undue delay, notify their Competent Authority of any
negative consequence of the delayed implementation of those regulations they
come across and take appropriate mitigating measures.

3- If applicable, operators approved under the regulatory framework applicable
until 30.10.2022 for a CAT Ill A NO DH shall increase their minima to 50 ft DH.

4- If applicable, operators authorised under the regulatory framework applicable
until 30.10.2022 for a CAT Ill A cannot decrease the RVR to the new value of
175 meters and shall remain instead at 200 meters.
