The COVID-19 outbreak has resulted in a drastic reduction of staff in the operator,
followed by an unprecedented demand for air travel in the summer of 2022. This
resulted in a situation wherethe operator has limited cyapacity to implement the new
requirements stemming from Regulation (EU) 2021/1296 and Regulation 2021/2237.
Furthermore, some of the IT systems that help implement these regulations are not
operational due to a 'l'ac_k of IT personnel either in the service provider or the operator.

Urgent operational needs
